Pesticide exposures to the skin may result in rashes, sores, 
and/or boils. More serious medical exposures may result if 
pesticides are inadvertently inhaled or swallowed. Reading and 
following information presented on a pesticide label is an 
effective method for preventing unintentional exposures to 
pesticides. 
 
Pesticide labels should always be read each time before you 
purchase, mix, or apply pesticides. Label instructions can 
change and everybody is sometimes a bit forgetful.
