Notification Regulation

Pest Control Businesses are
required to give property
operators:
rer Notice of proposed application
and

Notice of completed application

Property Operators are required
to notify employees, labor
contractors, etc. who may go
within /4 mile.




Notification Regulation, Cont.

Notices must contain date of

scheduled application, location

of field to be treated, product
info, precautions, REI

Any change requires re-
notification




Notification Regulation Cont.

Notification of non employees

Only required if operator has
reason to believe someone
may enter field during REI
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Tehama County - online use reporting,
crop reports back to 1950
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Department of Pesticide Regulation -
regulations, safety information,
handouts, continuing ed. classes,
:::::: — pesticides registered for crops, etc
