a Canine Good Citizenship Certificate.  

 
 Level III - “Consumer”, you become 

an experienced in on and off leash 
work.  

 
 Level IV - “Leader”, allows you to 

show your own leadership potential.  
 

 Level V - “Researcher”, you carry out 
a demonstration or experiment on 
some aspect of Dog Obedience, and 
prepare a paper or portfolio. 

 
As you work through the proficiency 
program, your leader will date each skill item 
as you complete it. When all items in a 
proficiency level are completed, your leader 
will sign the Certificate of Achievement and 
notify the 4-H office.
