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Fusarium wilt



Fusarium oxysporum
f. sp. fragariae
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Management: soilborne diseases

e Site selection: avoid infested fields.
e Crop rotation: plant non-hosts.
 Pre-plant fumigation: still useful.

e Sanitation: don’t move infested mud,
contaminated equipment.

« “Resistance”: use tolerant (?) cultivars.
 Production: reduce plant stress.
