Policy Highlight of the Month  

 
In Los Angeles County we offer youth range of learning opportunities.  4-H volunteers are leading extraordinary 
projects that help youth to master a specific content area (i.e., animal science, science, arts, sewing).  Everyday, we 
get phone calls from families seeking meaningful and engaging activities for children in out of school time and 4-H 
answers with a rich history of blending youth interests with adult volunteer expertise to create a competent youth.  I 
want to also suggest to you some of the content areas we also have available for you to explore with members.  I can 
provide the necessary training to you and possibly offer you the curriculum that supports the activity.   
 
Here are some of the content areas for you to consider: 
 
Robotics 
The Junk Drawer Robotics track provides youth experiences in science processes, engineering design principles and 
technology processes working with household items and parts to complete simple design challenges. These robotics 
activities use science process skills, cross-age instruction, the learning cycle, and the apprentice structure, and then 
add in the two additional elements of engineering and technology. After the discovery and framing through scientific 
thinking, the curriculum extends to designing and building using engineering and technology. 
 

Level 1: Give Robots a Hand: 
In this level youth will be exploring and learning about robot arms.  The arm is one of the most useful and 
imitated parts of the human body. It is flexible with joints; shoulder, elbow, wrist, that allow it to be placed in 
many positions to reach and grab. The hand with its fingers and thumb can grab, hold, pick up, and more. Designs 
for robot arms can allow a robot to be used to grab, lift, move, or position items into a machine, to control a spot 
welder, or to assemble parts for an item. 
 
Level 2: Robots on the Move: 
Mobile robots make up an array of applications allowing robots to go and do things in locations and situations that 
humans would not like or could not go. Mobile robots can go into dangerous situations, can fly, go under water, 
traverse remote areas or planets, carry instruments and sensors, and much more.  In this level youth will explore 
legged, wheeled, and underwater robots. We will explore friction, basic electrical power and motors, engineering 
constraints, gears systems, and buoyancy. 
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Level 3: Mechatronics: 
For greater control and usefulness, robots merge mechanical objects with electronic components. In this level, 
youth will explore components of electronic devices and basic programming elements. Various sensors will be 
used to help robots explore the world and react in programmed control. 

 
Transportation 
Through modules in this theme, students will explore transportation by air, land, and sea. Transportation has played a 
crucial role in the development of civilization. The first ships made the discovery of America possible. The 
transcontinental railroad opened up the western half of the United States for settlement. Cars and highways made 
suburbs possible, and planes have made it possible to cross an ocean in just a few hours. Students will explore specific 
modes of transportation and learn how engineers design them for maximum efficiency. 
 

Transportation: Quest for Speed: 
In this TechXcite: Discover Engineering module participants will use K'NEX® to construct and evaluate several 
different kinds of cars that have different sources of power. They will learn how to scientifically measure the 
performance of the vehicles to study the effects of their design improvements on speed. A wide range of 
vocabulary terms and engineering concepts are defined in simple language and experimentally explored through 
exciting hands-on activities. 
 
Solar Energy: Racing with the Sun 
This TechXcite: Discover Engineering! module introduces kids to ways in which solar panels may be used to 
generate electricity through the design of a solar car. Ways in which engineers can design more environmentally 
friendly cars are a very important challenge in engineering today. While it is unlikely that a car would be powered 
entirely by solar panels, an electric car with batteries combined with solar charging could become popular in the 
future. In this module, kids explore how solar panels generate electricity in different lights by measuring the 
maximum voltage they can create. Then, they apply this knowledge in building and optimizing a small solar car. 

 
Wireless Communications 
The Wireless Communications theme provides opportunities for students to explore wireless technologies they 
encounter every day. These technologies include radio frequency (RF) transmission, which is now utilized for a lot 
more than FM radios. In the initial module from this theme, students explore the types of information that can be 
delivered via an infrared signal. Your TV Remote offers students a chance to build infrared (IR) transmission and 
receiving circuits in order to transmit music wirelessly. In the second module, RF Burglar Alarm, students build a 
burglar alarm that can wirelessly alert them when an intruder has entered a room. 
 
BioMed Tech 
 Biomedical engineering and technology could prove to be the most exciting field in science and engineering in the 
21st century.  Sensors and medical devices are making it possible to monitor aspects of our physiology that have 
never been possible before.  Prosthetic devices have been around since well before pirates were known to have peg 
legs and hooks for hands, but the latest prosthetics can be attached to nerves making it possible for them to provide a 
sense of touch.  Finally, medical imaging has developed ways of looking inside the body that have made possible new 
levels of certainty in medical diagnostics.  All of these areas are explored in the BioMedTech theme. 
 
Power of Wind 
Youth are exposed to the use of wind as an alternative energy source.  They design various types of vehicles then test 
them under certain wind conditions.  Youth learn important science skills, including observing, questioning, 
predicting and interpreting.  The curriculum is also designed within the context of being SET (Science, Engineering 
and Technology) ready by intentionally targeting the development of SET abilities, providing experiences based on 
National Science Education Standards, using inquiry to foster natural creativity and curiosity and improve their 
essential elements of positive youth development.   
 
 
 
 
 



Gardening 
The second module of the Junior Master Gardener Level 2 curricula is here! This module of this JMG Level Two 
(grades 6-8) allows students to participate in novel, hands-on activities focusing on Soil and Water concepts.  
Using Operation W.A.T.E.R.: Dr. Thistle Goes Underground, students in grades six through eight can investigate a 
new mystery while they learn important concepts about soil and water. Topics include: soil texture, aquifers, 
watersheds, wetlands, soil nutrients, the water cycle, soil improvement, soil structure, and water & soil conservation. 
 

 

 
• Help Make the DREAM a Reality

The 4-H club has always provided its members with many wonderful, meaningful, and engaging community 
service opportunities. Now, it is about to do so once again: a new AllStar project, organized by Alex 
Kasperovich from the PVP4H Club, will give 4-Hers an opportunity to gather food for orphans in Haiti and 
the destitute in the Dominican Republic. At Judging Day, and possibly other upcoming events, 4-H members 
will have the opportunity to “adopt a box” provided by Operation DREAM (Dominican Republic Emergency 
Aid Mission) and fill it up, or demonstrate their leadership skills by having others fill it up for them.  
 
As mentioned previously, the boxes will go to aid hunger relief in the Dominican Republic and Haiti. Among 
those who will receive help is an orphanage that is home to more than fifty children that are between two and 
twelve years of age. That orphanage is dependent on Operation DREAM, and by extension, the collected 
boxes, for survival. Moreover, Operation DREAM box contents are guaranteed to reach their destination in 
the hands of hungry people; there is no need to worry about bureaucracy or lost boxes. 
 
A DREAM box costs about $200 to fill up and $25 to ship, can feed a hungry family for a few months. The 
box should weigh around a hundred pounds and can be filled with non-perishable goods, such as rice, dry 
beans, oatmeal, pasta, peanut butter, cooking oil, and more.  So far, Operation DREAM has sent 270 boxes to 
fight hunger in Haiti and the Dominican Republic; that is 27,000 pounds of food have been sent to those who 
can’t get it by themselves. Help increase that number by adopting a box at the next opportunity!

There comes a time in people’s lives when they would like to present their best selves; in their personal lives, 
at school, or in business. Whether you are a Fashionista, want to improve your daily look, accessorize 
properly, know more about how the retail industry works, design your own outfit, challenge yourself to make a 
pattern and compete with your peers, improve poise and just be able to mend your own garments, the Clothing 
& Textiles Project and participation in the popular 4-H Fashion Revue will help you gain the necessary skills. 
 
This tradition in 4-H is well-loved and long-standing, and not only is it interesting, but important, to know a 
little bit about the history of the Fashion Revue, why we do it, and what skills can be learned from 
participating in this fun and exciting event.

At the turn of the century what we now know as 4-H was just getting its start in towns across America.  School 
Principals, teachers, parents, farmers and other concerned citizens, with the help of the USDA, newly formed 
Farmer’s Institutes, and countless others, inspired individuals to form Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs.  We see the 
fruits of these forward-thinkers in the wonderful organization we now know today as “4-H.”     
 
Nebraska resident, E.C. Bishop, is credited with starting Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs during this period, with the 
goal of kids and their families having a “hands-on” experience in many areas, the main two being agriculture 



and home economics.   
 

Bishop began working with small groups in Nebraska and focused on corn growing, sewing and baking 
projects.  This was the birth of the Nebraska Girls’ Domestic Science Association, and when one of the first 
Fashion Revues (of sorts) was held. This Girls’ Association began to exhibit garments that were sewn, held a 
competition and judged the sewing and handiwork of those eager participants from near and far. 
 
The early Fashion Competitions & Revues extended to County Fair Competitions, and eventually to State Fair 
Competitions and Style Shows.

Part of the competition each year has been for contestants to sew the same pattern, and compete with their 
finished products.  The patterns have ranged from tops and dresses, to jackets and aprons, and most recently, 
vests.  McCall’s, Vogue, Butterick, Simplicity and Advance have been popular sewing patterns used in 4-H 
Fashion Revue Competitions across the United States, and often, reflected modest, but modern dress of various 
eras.   

 

 
 

 
 



 
On the day of the event, youth submit entries based on the following categories:  Traditional, Purchased, 
Recycled, Wearable Art (Embellished), and a challenge of sewing the same pattern, which results in a fierce 
and fun competition.  Participants’ entries are judged based on several criteria and differ for each group, but 
usually include:  total cost of outfit, pattern company and number, accessories used, a fabric swatch, photo of 
the contestant in the outfit they created, and a their commentary about the piece.  4-H Youth compete first 
within their own District, and winners normally go on to the County Fashion Revue, Sectional Fashion Revue, 
and then on to the State Fashion Revue if they do well enough.  The awards range from ribbons to medals, and, 
of course, the envy of friends and family when you parade around in a fierce new outfit YOU created.    
 
Project Work is the cornerstone of “learning by doing” in 4-H.  The in-style fashions may have changed over 
the years, but the benefits of participating in 4-H Clothing & Textiles Projects and entering your handiwork in 
the 4-H Fashion Revue remain the same.  At some point in all of our lives, there will come a time when we 
may need to do something as simple as hem pants or a skirt, or sew a wayward button back on our shirt.  If you 
haven’t been a part of a Clothing and Textiles Project, you really owe it to yourself to try it at least once, if for 
no other reason than to save yourself some money someday by mending your own garments rather than 
spending it on a costly tailor.     
 
Here are some of the skills youth can learn from participating in a Clothing & Textiles Project and from being 
a part of the 4-H Fashion Revue: 

 
 Build self confidence by developing and understanding of line, color, proportion and balance in 

expression of personal style 
 

 Develop skills in planning and selecting suitable, becoming clothing and accessories for different 
occasions 

 
 Price comparison of ready-made to the garments that the contestant has made 

 
 Learn about care of fabrics and of various wardrobe items 

 
 Learn the basics of modeling and presenting oneself in the most positive manner 

 
 Gain an understanding of fashion styles 

 
 Making use of unwanted or unused materials and supplies to create modern and fun accessories   

 
 Develop good posture and grooming habits 

 
 Explore personal style in hair, make-up and colors 

 
 Acquire knowledge and skills in planning, presenting and participating in Fashion Revue 

 
 Learn important critical thinking skills through participating in the Judging Process  

 
 Learn to accept constructive criticism and develop good listening skills  

 
 Learn how to make a good oral presentation by observing and even participating in Commentating

For those of us who may not know, a Knowledge Bowl is a high-spirited team competition/quiz where groups 
of four to six youth answer questions on a variety of topics both written and orally.  Having originated in 
Colorado, “Knowledge Bowls” have become increasingly popular at fairs and other events, and especially in  
4-H.  4-H Knowledge Bowl Competitions are designed to teach good decision-making skills (just like 4-H 
Judging Day!), improve overall critical thinking, and afford the chance to be an important part of a “well-
oiled” team.  Knowledge Bowls can be focused on specific singular topics such as horses, dairy, and poultry, 
or they can cover a topic as expansive as large livestock.

This year, at the 4-H Sectional Field Day (Presentation Day), Saturday, May 21, 2011 (Mt. San Antonio 
College, Bldg 28 A, 1100 N. Grand Ave., Walnut, 91789),  4-H youth have an opportunity to participate in just 
such a competition—the 4-H Large Livestock Knowledge Bowl!  The 4-H Large Livestock Knowledge Bowl 
Teams will have four (or less) members, and each club can have more than one team compete (but one per 
grade/age category).  Youth from various clubs may comprise their very own team!  The categories for the 4-H 
Large Livestock Knowledge Bowl at the Sectional Field Day are swine, market & dairy goats, sheep, 
beef/cattle & horse.  Winning teams will receive rare and coveted Knowledge Bowl Medals. 
 
Judging teams will sign-up according to the following grade/age categories: 
 
1-Basic (4th – 5th grade) (9 & 10 yrs. old) 
1-Junior/Intermediate (6th, 7th, and 8th grade) (11, 12 & 13 yrs. old)

Apart from all of you who are involved in the numerous Food and Nutrition Projects in Los Angeles County 
4-H, almost every last one of us takes an interest in, and simply loves, planning and preparing a fresh meal 
which includes tasty fruits and vegetables!  There are many benefits to living in California apart from the laid-
back lifestyle and the near-perfect weather-- including award-winning fruits and vegetables.  If you are like 
many, apart from the obvious summer culprits (berries, grapes, and others of this ilk), you may not know 
when a lot of our fruits and vegetables are actually harvested.  
 
If you have ever wondered when your favorite fruits and vegetables are harvested in California, just have a 
look at the table below:

Along with having high antioxidant properties, asparagus is        a good source of fiber filled with vitamin B6, 
calcium, magnesium, zinc, thiamin, Vitamins A, C, E & K, and asparagus is cousin to both onions and garlic!  
Asparagus is just one of the delightful vegetables you could highlight with a special meal in the month of March.  
Here is a Creamy Asparagus Soup recipe for you to try out on your family and friends: 
 
Creamy Asparagus Soup 
 

 
 
Ingredients: 
 
2 tablespoons butter  
1 leek, thinly sliced, or ½ cup diced onion  
2 tablespoons flour  
2 cups chicken broth  
1 pound asparagus, trimmed, chopped  
2 tablespoons fresh chopped parsley  
1 cup heavy cream  
Salt and pepper to taste 
Fresh chopped parsley for garnish, optional 
 
Procedure: 
 
In a medium saucepan, cook leek or onions in butter over medium-low heat until tender. Add flour and stir until 
well incorporated.  
Add chicken broth, chopped asparagus, and parsley. Bring to a boil, stirring constantly. Reduce heat to low, cover, 
and simmer for about 15 minutes, or until asparagus is tender. 
Carefully, working with about 1 to 2 cups at a time, blend or process until smooth; return to the saucepan and add 
cream.  
Heat through. Add a dash of pepper and ½ to 1 teaspoon salt, or to taste.  
Garnish with fresh chopped parsley, if desired.
