On 4/8 we caught 5 male CM. Today, (4/15) we caught 47 male and 12 female in traps with combo 

lures. That confirms the 4/8 first biofix in this walnut orchard and documents female presence. 

Navel Orange Worm biofix in almonds occurred on 4/11 so Degree Days are accumulating for that 

insect.
