For NOW we have accumulated 308 DD following the third biofix on 7/22. Assuming a generation 
time of 723 DD on new crop nuts we would predict next egg laying in about 16 days at 25 DD per 
day (723-308DD/25DD per day). 
 
Watch Walnut Husk fly traps for activity. In the Hartley orchard that we monitor we have one spray 
on and trap catches are currently low with one male fly captured on 8/1.
