The Brown Marmorated Stink Bug in Los Angeles
November, 2013

You may have heard or read about a new insect pest in California called the “brown marmorated stink bug” or BMSB.
However, it has been found sporadically in Los Angeles County since at least 2006. Because it is known to be in Los
Angeles County, you do not need to bring samples or report sightings in L.A. to the Los Angeles Agricultural
Commissioner or Los Angeles Cooperative Extension office. Other counties are still collecting information so if you find
it elsewhere, please report it to that county’s Ag Commissioners office.

While this is a major pest of some fruits (e.g., apple, pear, citrus, stone fruits, and fig), berries, grapes, legumes,
vegetables, and shade trees and is a home invader in the eastern U.S., it has not yet achieved that status in California.
Nevertheless, both commercial growers and home gardeners should learn to recognize this insect. Even non-gardeners
should be on the lookout because they tend to enter homes and apartments through open or poorly sealed windows
doors during cooler weather and emit a strong smell when disturbed.
The best identifying feature of the adults are the
two white bands on the antennae and the
alternating white and brown pattern on the edge
of the back of the insect. More detailed

Debido a que se sabe que hay este tipo de insecto en el condado de Los Angeles, no es necesario traer
muestras o reporter averlos visto al Comisionado Agricola de Los Angeles o a la oficina de Extension Cooperativa de
Los Angeles. Otros condados todavia estan colectando informacidn haci que si los mira en otra parte, por favor
repodrtelo a la oficina de Comisionados Ag del condado correspondiente.

Aungque este insecto sea una major plaga de algunas frutas (por ejemplo, manzana, pera, citricos, frutas de hueso, e
higos), bayas, uvas, legumbres, verduras, arboles de sombra e invade hogares en la parte este de los EE.UU., ain no a
logrado este estatus en el estado de California. Sin embargo, tanto los cultivadores comerciales y los jardineros de hogar
deben aprender a reconocer este insecto. Incluso los que no son jardineros deben estar atentos, ya que tienden a entrar
a casas y apartamentos a través de puertas abiertas o ventanas mal sedallas durante las temporadas de frio y emiten un
olor fuerte cuando se les molesta.
