Figure 1.3 - For simple and easy to understand navigation, many employ the wheel-and-spoke
configuration (left) with an array of pages stemming from a central Home page. For more complex
sites which require seperate sectors, the Tree structure (right) is best as long as there is global 
navigation provided for users to easily navigate between sectors.
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
