Advice for Newcomers  
 Ü  Have to have a pesticide applicator permit 

Ü  Buy twice as much water that you need incase of 
drought and water cutbacks 

Ü  Work with local producers 

Ü  Take advice from people who have been in the 
business 

Ü  Grow different varieties that people buy 

Ü  Obtain every needed license 

Ü  Create a network of customers using subscriptions 

Ü  Plan for the two years before grapes are produced 





Currently they… 

Ü  Have a small red barn, storage unit and office 

Ü  Have a place for events to take place at the 
vineyard 

Ü  Use French, American and Hungarian Oak barrels 

Ü  Have a tasting room 

Ü  Own 16 acres of vineyard 

Ü  Harvest once a year in Fall 

Ü  Have 128 miles of plants
