It has been another year of wonderful and educational projects pro-
posed to the commission. Nine projects were forwarded for the 2012-
2013 year to the Board of Supervisors from non-profit organizations
for grants that provide equipment and supplies to directly benefit
habitat, wildlife and fish populations in Marin County. In addition, the
Commission provided support to local staff from the California De-
partment of Fish & Game for monitoring and protecting wildlife and
habitat in Marin County Equipment was also purchased to support
state fish and game wardens in the area. We also received additional
funds for distribution from the North Bay Watershed Association.

Tyee Foundation

The Tyee Foundation annually raises over 50,000 salmon fin-
gerlings in net pens in Tiburon in the San Francisco Bay. Vol-
unteers feed and release the fish as smolts to leave for ocean
migration and then return to support sportfishing in Marin
and Sonoma. The grant request is for fish tagging at the Tibu-
ron net pens.

The Fish and Wildlife Commission advises the Board of Supervisors on expenditures of
funds obtained through fines levied for fish and wildlife violations in Marin County. The
funds are designated to enhance fish and wildlife resources in the county and for public
education. Grant proposals submitted to the Commission Chair are reviewed during the
first quarter of any calendar year and recommended on a competitive basis and availabil-
ity of funds. If approved by the Board of Supervisors, funding becomes available by fall of
the same year. The commission can also provide letters of endorsement for projects seek-
ing alternative sources of funding. The commission sponsors an annual barbecue (Septem-
ber 20, 2012) for grantees and community groups.
