Our temperature sensors suggest Codling moth Degree Day accumulation at 1248 with a possible
second biofix on 6/19/17 which we will need to verify with additional trap catch data.

catching crawlers as of 6/19/17.

No walnut Husk fly catches as of 6/19/17. Be sure to get traps up ASAP. Historically we catch by
the end of June.
