Ribbon/Seal or better.

a.) First year members may give a presentation at their project level or community club level instead of at the County level.
The First Year Member Presentation Certificate must be filled out and turned in with this form to the Butte County 4-H
Office by May 1%, 2018.

If you participated in either the Silver Dollar Fair or the Butte County Fair in the past year as a 4-H member, you must turn in
a completed 4-H Record Book (for the year which you participated) to your Community Club Leader no later than December
1 of the program year and receive a Red Seal or better.
