= Updates to eNOI should be made when changes to operation/farm occur
= Not “required” on March 1 or Oct 1

= No longer required to open form unless changes occur.
= March 1stis a good time to check

= Things to look for
= Farm Plan updates
= Irrigation, nutrient, sediment, pesticides.... measures current?
= Date Farm Plan last updated
= Photos retained (Photo monitoring requirement)
= Backflow prevention devices
= Certifications
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= Required update by March 1st
= Make sure to click the “save and submit” button
= Even if no changes

= Check each section carefully
= You are certifying accuracy

= Section H
= Management practices; update as necessary
= Consistency with Farm Plan
