Complete High School Transcript

		Submit a complete High School Transcript.

		Submit a copy of your latest Personal Development Report from your 4-H Record Book.

		Request a Recommendation Form from the adults listed below. These adults cannot be your parent or guardian. This form is not to be sent with your application. Include with the blank Recommendation Form a stamped, addressed envelope.

			An adult who knows you well

An interview will be scheduled by the Riverside County Incentives & Recognition Committee. This interview can be an online interview using a service like Skype. The wearing of a 4-H Uniform is optional; however, the applicant must be neat and presentable.

Scholarships will be awarded at the Awards Ceremony. Once you have been awarded a scholarship, you must provide documentation from your college that shows you are enrolled and have paid your first fees and tuition.
