The second Leader Certification Meeting for the 2017-2018 year is on Monday, SEPTEMBER 17, 
2018, at the Chico Library at 1108 Sherman Ave, Chico, at 6:00 pm. The third and Final Leader 
Certification Meeting for the 2017-2018 year will be MONDAY, OCTOBER 22, 2018, at the Chico 
Library at 1108 Sherman Ave, Chico, at 6:00 pm. We will have Live Scan service available at the 
meetings, so please bring ID information and money for the fingerprinting. The cost is tentatively set at 
$35.
