New/unfinished Business

e 2018-2019 Budget: Shirley presented the 2018/2019 budget with all discussed additions and
correction from last 4-H EC Meeting.

e 2017-2018 Peer Review: Nicole has set the peer review to take place Friday, September 14,
2018 at 1:30 p.m.

e Year Pin Purchase: Nicole discussed that she had placed an order for 1, 2", & 3" year pins in
hope to have them by the Achievement Celebration.
