Important message from Jeanette Oliver, postal shoot coordinator, about targets, as sent to archery leaders:  

I would encourage all of you to take an inventory of your un-used/ reusable 80cm FITA postal targets.  I know of 

a few clubs who actually did not use the targets I shipped them for 2018.  Shipping costs for these big targets 

are ridiculously high so IF your club does not need targets shipped for 2019 - the entry fee will be $4.00 per dis-

tance instead of $5.00.  If your club does not have enough targets on hand to complete your postal shoot - the 

cost will be $5.00 per distance and you will receive one target for every $5.00 entry fee.  This is an "all or none" 

deal.  I cannot charge $4.00 per entry and still ship a small number of targets because you only need a few.  If 

you would like to purchase extra targets from a local source, please make sure they are the 80cm FITA 10 ring 

targets.
