* Four to six pages, typed, double spaced, font size 12-14.
* The 4-H story should expand on your experiences in leadership, citizenship, and
community service in 4-H and beyond. Emphasize accomplishments and
personal growth in your 4-H work and other experiences.

Interview — After submitting the application, candidates will be scheduled for an
interview with the Scholarship Evaluation committee. They should be prepared to
discuss important experiences in 4-H, relating personal growth in project
knowledge and performance, leadership, citizenship, and plans and goals for the
future.
