• Method
• Hand, mechanical, combination

• Specifications
• Width

• Twice the height of fuel

• Limbing, brush clearing

• Existing or new line



Miscellaneous 

• Water sources

• Other Hazards
• Snags (fall or ring)

• Fuel Jackpots

• Anything to be excluded?
• Fencing, power poles, high value resources

• Begin Monitoring
• Weather and fuel

• ground or aerial 

• Devices
• Matches/lighter, propane torch, fusees, drip torch 

• Techniques

• Pattern
• Spacing, stager, number of ignitors
