This training is also highly recommended for any project leaders running
a food related project. The University's “Make It Safe, Keep It Safe” Food Safety
Education is available in an online format, and can be accessed at this link.
The training consists of six learning modules, as well as a pre and post-test. The
post-test must have a passing score of 80% in order to receive credit and
certification. Even if you have been certified in other Food Safety
Programs, to participate 4-H food related events, you MUST take
this training!
