After submitting the application, students from Tahoe/Truckee, Reno, and the Central Valley will be invited to an orienta-
tion weekend in April or May, during which interviews will take place and final students will be accepted into the summer
courses. If you are a student applying from another region, an orientation may be available in your area and ARC staff will
contact you with more information. If you are admitted to the program, ARC staff will determine which of ARC's three
sites (Yosemite, Tahoe, or Sequoia/Kings Canyon) will best suit your interests and needs.
