12. In order to participate in a Youth livestock program (excluding horse, ca-
vies & dogs) at any California Fair, all exhibitors 9 years of age and older must
obtain annual certification in the Youth for the Quality Care of Animals
(YQCA) program or a comparable fair run program approved by the California
Department of Food and Agriculture, Fairs and Expositions Branch. Those not
certified are not eligible to participate at a California Fair.

The online training is taken at home by each exhibitor at your
convenience. Remember that fairs require the completion of
the training prior to your entry into the fair. Training is good
for one year from the date completed. Make sure you print
and keep a copy of the completed certificate.
