Grazing P increases with overgrazing

Prescribed burning F may increase infestations, but four consecutive year spring burns
reduced population

Mowing and cutting F can prevent seed production

Tillage G needs to be repeated several times during the season, if conducted
one Fa is better than Sp

Grubbing, digging or hand pulling G hand pull or dig up roots when soil is moist, must remove all roots
