Crop biostimulants are not biopesticides (suppressing pest and disease); instead, they are 

“substances or microorganisms that, when applied to seeds, plants, or the rhizosphere, stimulates 

natural processes to enhance or benefit nutrient uptake, nutrient efficiency, tolerance to 

abiotic stress, or crop quality and yield.” Common active ingredients of biostimulants, which 

are distinct from those in biocontrol agents, comprise growth promoting bacteria and/or fungi, 

mycorrhizae, seaweed extract, humic substances, kelp, or plant hormones.
