A student who is a enrolled member of the Mission 4-H Club and has been in the club all years in 

High School.  The student must be in good standing at school and in the Mission 4-H Club.  Before 

you are eligible to receive the scholarship, you must submit  your Record Book on time.  

The application may be hand written or typed.

The students awarded this scholarship must provide the name of the college or vocational school 

they plan on attending.  

 

Due dates and receiving  

 

The application is due on the announced date. It must be postmarked and sent to Missions 4-H 

Club, P.O. Box 308, Soledad, CA 93960.  It the responsibility of the member to ensure it has 

arrived on time.  If permitted, the Club leader will announce any alternative drops locations.
