The Emerald Star is for experienced 4-H members who have 

been in 4-H for at least two years and are at least 13 years old, as of Dec. 31st 

of the current program year. Each Emerald Star application will be evaluated 

for its value to the LA County 4-H Program, value to the community, practicality and feasibility.
