4hOnline 2.0 & Enrollment

4hOnline 1.0 Rollover and Migration to 4-H Online 2.0

This is a reminder that family login level access to the 4hOnline 1.0 system was
turned off on June 30" at 12pm. In the weeks preceding rollover, a notice will be
added to the 4hOnline login page to alert all users when the system will be offline.

We anticipate family login level access will be restored around August 16th.

The increased system downtime is due to UC ANR 4-H migrating to 4-H Online
2.0. This new enrollment database has undergone major updates to improve
functionality and ease of use.

Delay Enroliment until September 1
Families and volunteers will not have access to either system from June 30 -
August 16, 2021. Families are encouraged to delay re-enrollment for the 2021-
2022 program year until September 1, 2021 so county staff can have learn the
system and troubleshoot questions.

If enroliment or re-enrollment is necessary during the interim period the system is
offline, your county staff will work with you to complete the enroliment process.

Please note: any early enrollments into 4-H Online 2.0 before the official
opening of the system into 4-H Online 2.0 (August 16) will be deleted. All
