There are many ways to
make your jars pretty:

* Add labels; some from wood, some
from card stock or adhesive labels.
Add a recipe or a picture.

» Add a fabric ruffle; over the top,
under the band, with ribbon or
without.

* Add a fabric bonnet.
* Tie a ribbon or rafia around the band.

* Tie a ribbon or rafia around the jar
from top to bottom.

* Crochet a sleeve.



Supplies needed for a
pretty jar ready to gift.

 Rafia or Jute

* Ribbon

* Lace Ribbon

* Fabric

* Elastic

* Flowers and glue
