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 What is a Judging Contest? A judging class consists of four items. The 4-H’er is asked to evaluate and 
rank the class in order from best to worst. Points are given on how close the participant comes to matching 
the placing an expert gives the class. Junior, Intermediate and Senior 4-H participants will also be given the 
opportunity to give oral reasons. Oral reasons enable the participant to explain to a judge why they placed 
the class the way they did. Points are given for how convincing the reasons are. Even if the class wasn’t 
placed correctly, if good reasons are given, the points will reflect that.     

   How to Give Reasons:  When you explain your choices in a judging contest, you are “giving reasons”. 
Before you can give your reasons, you need to have a clear picture of the class in your mind. After judging 
the class, be sure to make some notes. Giving reasons will be easier after you have studied your notes. Step 
up to the judge and explain your reasons using the following example: 

   Opening Statement: I placed this class of_______________________ 4-1-2-3. 

   Explanation: In my top pair, I place 4 over 1 because: ________________________________________. 
For my middle pair, I place 1 over 2 because: ___________________________________. In my bottom 
pair, I place 2 over 3 because: _____________________________________.

Acceptable entries include: Appetizers/ cheese balls, cookies, 
cakes, desserts, breads.  

Category 2 - Traditional - Must include information about the original tradition of the recipe and how it  
relates to your family. Acceptable entries include: breads, cookies, cakes, desserts.  

Category 3 - Candies - Caramels/taffies, chew candies, creams, fudges, divinity dipped candies, fruit and nut 
candies or brittles, candied apples, stuffed dates, hard candies, lollipops, lemon drops, gum drops, popcorn 
balls, etc. 

Category 4 - Healthier Goodies - Main ingredient(s) must be nutritious i.e., whole wheat grains, bran, nuts, 
fruit, vegetables. Acceptable entries include: Appetizers, snacks, green leafy salads and fruit salads.  

Category 5 - Trix-From-a-Mix – Begin with a mix, then add additional items, not just what is listed in mix  
instructions. Acceptable entries include: Appetizers & snacks (no meat items), cookies, breads, desserts, cakes. 

Category 6 – Table Setting – Items that must be included in the table setting: one place setting; menu card; 
the prepared recipe from your menu in the appropriate dish, casserole etc. Centerpiece is optional.  

Category 7 -  For 2022– Delectable Disguised Foods - create food that looks like different food (as an  
example– cake that looks like spaghetti, cupcakes that look like popcorn.)

State Fashion Revue Update for 2022 
 
The theme for the 2022 Fashion Revue is “Fashion Returns”. The categories are: Traditional (open to Clothing & Textiles/
Sewing project members) and Consumer Science Purchased $40 limit (open to all 4-H members). The Historical Challenge  
returns! The outfit must be inspired by a design from before 2000. The Historical Challenge does not have a 4-H project  
requirement. The Box Challenge for 2022 is Pants, or they can be shorts, capris, or a skort, but not leggings. Members must use 
at least the number required of the elements in the “box”. The pants must be sewn as part of the Clothing & Textiles/Sewing 
project. 
 

The final challenge is the Trashion Fashion Challenge. "Trashion" is a fashion philosophy that combines environmentalism with 
innovation. Trashion helps give new life to waste materials that would not normally be used again. Participants in this challenge 
will create a garment out of recycled, repurposed, secondary use materials. The garment must be made from at least 75%  
recyclable or reused materials that would otherwise be thrown away or recycled. The materials should not be new. The entry 
must include a statement about one of the material’s effect on the environment and how the material can be reduced, recycled or 
reused by the public. There is no 4-H project requirement; any 4-H member may enter this category. 
 

The 2022 service project is making reusable bags out of recycled T-shirts called “Bag it, Don’t Trash it.” The sewing is simple 
and the uses are many!
