4-H is America’s largest youth development 
organizaƟon - empowering nearly six million 
young people with the skills to lead for a lifeƟme.  
4-H is delivered by CooperaƟve Extensions - a 
community of more than 100 public universiƟes 
across the naƟon that provide experiences where 
young people learn by doing. 

In 4-H programs, kids and teens complete hands-
on projects in areas like health, science, 
agriculture and civic engagement in a posiƟve 
environment where they receive guidance from 
adult mentors and are encouraged to take on 
proacƟve leadership roles. 

In California the 4-H Youth Development Program 
is offered through the University of California, 
Division of Agriculture and Natural Resources and 
the program is implemented through the 
CooperaƟve Extension offices located in CounƟes 
across the state. 

In Shasta County the program is delivered by 135 
adult volunteer leaders to 600 youth members 
through 19 community clubs scaƩered across the 
county. 

The basic unit of the organizaƟon is the community 
club.  The projects members parƟcipate in are 
organized under the community clubs. 

Clubs are organized under the Shasta County 4-H 
Council (an organizaƟon of adult volunteer leaders).  
The Council organizes events, provides awards and 
offers scholarships.  The Council also assures 
enrollment fees are paid and works with clubs to 
assist families who are unable to afford annual 
enrollment fees. 

All new adult volunteer leaders are required to take 
three hours of training and pass a California 
Department of JusƟce background check.  These 
volunteers lead a variety of projects that range from 
market animal to quilƟng. 

Locally, there is one University 
of California staff person 
(assigned to Shasta, Tehama and 
Trinity counƟes) who is 
responsible for the day-to-day 
management of the 4-H 
program. 

Cost to parƟcipate in the 
program is $82/youth member 
and $48/adult volunteer leader.  
This cost includes insurance for 

any 4-H related event.  Any project materials required 
or uniform costs are in addiƟon to this fee.
