When planning 4-H events and activities, the expectation is always
that a minimum of 2 approved 4-H Adult Volunteers will be present.

Only in the event that an appointed 4-H Adult Volunteer has had an
urgent matter, and it then becomes impractical or impossible for a
minimum of 2 appointed adult volunteers to be present for the 4-H
event or activity, would staff then coordinate and designate another adult at least 21 years old to
participate. Use of a non-appointed adult to fulfill these roles is to be done as a last resort, not

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Diamond Clover Awards - The California Diamond Clover is the highest achievement for which a 4-H
youth member and young adult volunteers are recognized. All youth members and young adult volunteer
who achieve the requirements are eligible to receive this award.

Awardees receive the California Diamond Clover Pin or Necklace Charm, a certificate and a recognition
letter from the 4-H Statewide Director.

Applications are accepted year-round. Applications are reviewed by the 4-H Incentives and
Recognition Advisory Committee and awarded quarterly.
