• 50% of all pistachios in California are grown on 
rootstock taken from the Mother Pistachio tree at 
Kearney Agricultural Research and Extension Center.

• It took 20 years of research to grow the pest-resistant 
and high-producing Mother Pistachio tree.

• A 1-ounce serving of pistachios (about 60 nuts) 
contains thiamin, vitamin B6, copper, manganese, 
potassium, fiber, phosphorus and magnesium, yet is 
only 160 calories.
