Commentaries must be submitted
with the Glenn County 4-H Quilt Show online entry by Monday, April 15, 2024. This worksheet does not
have to be submitted with your commentary for your entry.

Example of Narrations:

She is a competitive
snowboarder on the North State Ski Team and has been skiing since she was 10 and snowboarding since she
was 11 years old. Macey carefully picked out each fabric in this quilt and each fabric has a special meaning
for her. The snowflake print fabric is for her ski team. The shimmering white fabric represents all the hours
she has spent at practice. The fabric with the mountains represents the beauty she is surrounded by. And, of
course, the white fabric represents the snow she spends so much time on. This is a very special quilt for a
focused and dedicated young lady.
