Each county must align with these versions and eliminate all supplemental forms and/or 
other requirements. 
2023-24 Record Book Manual New Achievement Program (PDF) - This manual is for all 
members, parents, volunteers, and staff. It outlines all parts of the Record Book and how 
to organize it. The Record Book Manual and Record Book Forms are separate docu-
ments. This manual applies to: 

• Members who complete the Record Book and the Achievement Program. 

• Members who only complete the Record Book. 

• Use this format if you have not achieved the Bronze Star Rank at the end of LAST Year. 

 
Record Book with Star Rank Program 

Each county must align with these versions and eliminate all supplemental forms and/or 
other requirements. 
Record Book Manual Star Ranks (PDF) - This manual is for Intermediate and Senior 4-H 
members who have previously earned at least a Bronze Star in the Star Rank Program. It 
outlines all the parts of the Record Book and includes instructions for completing each 
form. All other members must use the Record Book Manual New Achievements Pro-
gram. The Record Book Manual and Record Book Forms are separate documents.  

If you have earned a Bronze Star or higher as of last year, you may continue or switch to 
the Achievement Program record book.
