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The 4-H program had a pancake 
breakfast to raise funds for the 
program, in addition to teaching youth 
to work together and interact with the 
community. 4-H also contributed to 
the County by volunteering with 5 
community organizations.  
 
The Fire Program worked closely with 
community members and local 
organizations to develop the San 
Benito Community Wildfire Protection 
Plan and began the Wildfire Regional 
Prioritization Plan, intended to set up 
the county for future project funding. 
 
The Livestock and Natural Resources 
program wrapped up two large CAL 
FIRE grants that developed the Central 
Coast Prescribed Burn Association, in 
addition to completing the fourth year 
of an experiment at Pinnacles National 
Park exploring how cattle grazing, 
seeding, and mowing can help achieve 
the park’s conservation goals.
