Food and Health
UC Cooperative Extension offers two programs to help 
low-income Los Angeles County families acquire the 
knowledge and skills to establish and maintain healthy 
eating habits, shop smart and stay physically active: The 
Expanded Food and Nutrition Education Program (EFNEP) 
and CalFresh Healthy Living, UC. Staff reach out to families 
in community settings. 

UC Master Gardener Program

Integrated Pest Management
Our IPM program provides practical information and 
training on pest management techniques for a broad range 
of pests. They help solve pest problems while minimizing 
risks to people and the environment.

Urban Agriculture/Small Farms
Our advisors work closely with local growers and organiza-
tions to develop cost-effective and sustainable agricultural 
methods that take into consideration future conditions of 
farming with climate change.
