e Recognizes the opportunities and responsibilities of Merced County 4-H Ambassador and is receptive to new ideas
and new challenges.

Qualifications:

1) Applicant must be between 14 — 18 years old and meet the 4-H membership requirements for the length of the
term of service.

2) Applicant must have completed at least one year of membership in 4-H prior to the year of application.
Membership does not have to be the most recent consecutive year.

3) Applicant must have demonstrated leadership experience and skills. To ensure that the position of County
Ambassador is open to 4-H members in all program delivery modes (community club, afterschool club, SPIN
club, summer camp, etc.).

Responsibilities of Merced County 4-H Ambassadors may include:

- Coordinate, plan and conduct Achievement Day
- Use Plan of Action or Service Learning to align with the County Ambassador Handbook
- Attend a 4-H county/state leadership conference or workshop
- Lead the planning and coordination of a countywide event
- Conduct club officer installation
- Assist with countywide events
