Equivalency Diploma (GED) the previous school year and must be currently attending college as a full-time
student.

All scholarship recipients must use the scholarship within twelve (12) months of the time it was awarded.
He/she must be a full-time student for the entire school year to receive the total amount of the
scholarship.

The applicant must complete and submit the application and information according to the following
instructions. Incomplete or late applications will not be considered for a scholarship.

Give your completed application to your 4-H Community Club Leader (CCL) for verification of accuracy. If
your CCL is your parent, have another active 4-H leader from your club review your application and sign
Form C: Club Leader Review of Scholarship Application.

Have Form D: Recommendation from School Personnel completed by a high school principal, counselor,
or teacher or by your college dean, counselor, or instructor, whomever knows you well. Have the form
sent to the Scholarship Committee.

Have Form E: Recommendation from 4-H Leader filled out by your 4-H leader, NOT your parent even if
he/she may be your primary 4-H leader. Have the form sent to the Scholarship Committee.
