Supervisor Susan Gorin officially opened our 

Children’s Garden on Sonoma County’s Los 

Guilicos campus. At our 2023 fall Jamboree, 

we celebrated the many volunteers and 

donors who helped us restore the 1½ acre  

garden that was destroyed by the 2020  

Glass Fire. 

The site is now a garden and outdoor 

classroom for teaching youth about 

sustainable gardening practices. Restoring  

The Children’s Garden is just Phase One in 

creating our Los Guilicos Demonstration and 

Teaching Garden.  

Local businesses have donated nearly 

$50,000 toward the garden’s transformation  

and helping hands from local service clubs to 

help us achieve our vision. Work is underway  

for school field trips to the garden starting  

in spring 2024.  
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Sebastopol Center for The Arts  
Demonstration Garden 
Located in a landscape strip in front of the Center, the 

Demonstration Garden features a stunning mix of native  

drought-tolerant plants. A Sebastopol resident was so impressed 

by the transformation, she started up the Sebastopol Civic 

Gardeners. She is hoping to find volunteers who will adopt small 

plots of city-owned properties and maintain them after they’ve 

been planted with drought-tolerant native plants. “This new 

project was inspired by the Master Gardener Demonstration 

Garden at Sebastopol Center for the Arts,” she posted on  

her Facebook page.

Portable Container Garden Project 
Many Sonoma County residents would love to grow their favorite 

vegetables year-round but face challenges such as rental restrictions, 

space limitations and the cost to install planters. We launched our 

Portable Container Garden Program in 2023 to address some of these 

challenges and give community members tools to grow their own  

food garden.  
We worked with local community-based organizations to host two 

workshops in summer 2023. Participants were given a five-gallon bucket 

filled with rich soil and a selection of beautiful vegetable plants, herbs, 

and pollinator flowers to plant in their bucket. We partnered with 

Corazón Healdsburg, Farm to Pantry, and Farm to Fight Hunger to host 

an event in Healdsburg attended by 300 Latinx community members.
